Organization Purpose: 
UC Psych is a student organization that aims to promote the study and science of Psychology.
Organization Bylaws: 

Article I: Name  The organization name shall be UC Psych, the undergraduate psychology club.. 

Article II: Purpose  The purpose of UC Psych shall be to promote excellence in scholarship of the individual members in all fields, particularly in psychology; to advance and spread awareness of the science of psychology; and bring together students, staff, and faculty who are interested in psychology.  

Article III: Field of Membership  
Section 1. UC Psych has open membership; any affiliated member of the University of Chicago or invited person is welcome to attend meetings and events. There is no requirement to attend all meetings or events. 
Section 2.  a) Faculty members of the University of Chicago can become active members upon induction into UC Psych but may not hold officer positions.  
Section 3.  a) Club members are designated as any registered University of Chicago student with an interest in Psychology or related fields. Membership in the club is open to any candidate. 
Section 4. All members and advisers may discuss, vote on, or contribute to topics that arise during a meeting. 
Section 5. UC Psych has a graduate student member on behalf of CAPS noted at the PRISM Coordinator.  

Article IV: Officers 
Section 1. Officer titles:
-President 
-Vice-President 
-Treasurer

Section 2. Officers must be undergraduates enrolled at the University of Chicago.
Section 3. Officers will hold their positions on a year-by-year basis.  
Section 4. Officers will have the following duties: 
President
-Calling and conducting meetings of the organization 
-Reviewing budget details and expenditures with the Treasurer 
-Reserving rooms and other facilities for events in addition to selecting dates for these events 
-Communicating with the advisor and PRISM Coordinator regarding the organization 
-Overseeing elections of other officers within the organization 
-Ensuring the organization’s relationship with ORCSA and SGFC is in tact  
Vice-President 
-In the absence of the president, calling and conducting meetings of the organization 
-Helping the president with any excess tasks or with the organization’s relationship with ORCSA 
-Helping oversee event setup and breakdown
Treasurer 
-Serving as the secondary contact to ORCSA and turn in any additional ERFs 
-Picking up transaction reports and ERF receipts  
-Updating the president with budgetary planning and tracking  
Secretary
-Recording minutes of the meeting 
-Circulating meeting notes  
-Reserving the room for weekly meetings
-Managing the RSO email list host
Publicity Chair
-Keeping the website up to date with events and resources 
-Designing and organizing flyering and other advertising arrangements for events
Faculty Liaison
-Inviting professors to speak at UC Psych’s faculty talks  
-Reserving the venue, ordering refreshments, and coordinating advertising with the Publicity Chair for the faculty talks  
Development Chair
-Brainstorming and implementing new ways that UC Psych can positively engage with the student body and the community 
Social Chair
-Organizing social events for club members and other students interested in psychology
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Section 6. The PRISM Coordinator is a position separate from undergraduate membership; a graduate student appointed by CAPS must hold it. The PRISM Coordinator is in charge of PRISM funding for yearly events.  
Section 7. Officers must be decided by a plurality vote either at the beginning of the school year (during Fall Quarter) or in late-May/early-June at the end of the school year (during Spring Quarter).   
Section 8. Officers can also be removed via complaints filed to the President; removal of officers is at the discretion of the President, PRISM Coordinator, and Advisor.  The President can be removed from office by a two-thirds vote held among the rest of the officers. 
Section 9. If any officer resigns or otherwise fails to carry out their duties in the middle of the academic year, the President will hold an emergency election to replace the position by a plurality vote.
Section 10. The Chapter Advisor is a member of UC Psych and a faculty member at the University of Chicago. The Chapter Advisor shall assist the Chapter in fulfilling its purpose and the requirements of the International Society.
Article V. Meetings  
Section 1. Weekly meetings will be held at a time and place voted on by the current officers at the beginning of every quarter.
Section 2. The President can call or change meetings if said action is warranted.

Article VI. Handling the Funds  
Section 1. The President will be the primary contact, and the Treasurer will be the secondary contact.
Section 2. The President and Treasurer will track finances and ERFs throughout the school year.
Section 3. The PRISM Coordinator is in charge of all external funding through CAPS.
Article VII. Amendments  
Section 1. Amendments to the bylaws may be made with a 2/3 vote from members.   
Section 2. Amendments may be proposed during any meeting over the course of the year.
